Entry and Exit Procedures for Parents

Children will be met by a member of staff in the car park.
At 8.50am. Please ensure that you are on time and that
you leave the car park immediately after dropping off or
picking up your child. Can we please remind parents if you
are late in the mornings children must be brought to the
school office for entry. Can we please ask you to close
all gates when entering or leaving school.

Cold Weather

Can you please ensure that your child/children come to
school suitably attired for appropriate weather, Please
ensure that your child has a hat, coat and gloves in school
at all times.
